Our schools need more money

Our schools are at crisis point. Funding has slumped in
real terms by 8% since 2010 and the worst hit schools
could lose up to 15% of their funding by 2022.

Teaching assistants in secondary schools have been cut
by 12%, and technicians across schools by 14%. TAs in
primary schools are being made redundant despite higher
pupil numbers, including more with special educational
needs.

Schools are already facing restructuring and redundancies
because of funding pressures. And now costs and
inflation are rising, making things worse. UNISON is
campaigning to ensure that all schools are properly
funded and to stop cuts in your local schools.

We need our schools to be safe, healthy and happy
places for children and young people to learn in. But
dedicated support staff are bearing the brunt of the cuts
in admin, facilities, cleaning — and the classroom.
School staff tell us they are near breaking point despite
g\\\ their commitment to keep schools running.
